2010 Regional Transportation Improvement Program (RTIP) Project Programming Requests:   Change to Resolution 10-01 and STIP List (2008 STIP).  City Rehab (D) has been approved so the dollar amount has changed, states Cynthia.
Pyle states that if the SH 395 expressway is funded, then we will not get any STIP funding for 6 years and nothing will get done on our local roads.  


It is the consensus of the Commission to revisit this item and see where we are at in March.

Chapman makes a motion to approve the proposed RTIP with our 2010 STIP dollars, and striking Commission support for the 395, 4-lane expressway.  On a polled vote with Pyle, Chapman, Franco, Callegari in favor of the motion, Hanson voting against, motion carries.
